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Can I start working before I receive my Post-Graduation Work Permit? 

As long as you meet all eligibility criteria outlined at the IRCC webpage 
https://www.cic.gc.ca/english/helpcentre/answer.asp?qnum=1181, you may work full-time while waiting for a 
decision on your post-graduation work permit application. 
 

Can I extend my Post-Graduation Work Permit? 

Post-graduation work permits are only issued once. If you were eligible for a longer work permit but could not get 
one because your passport was expiring,
