Experience and Qualifications of Board Members  

While previous experience on a board is not required, the Board invites candidates to seek 
nomination for elected positions who understand  the roles and responsibilities of a member of a 
board. The board also encourages candidates with experience and demonstrated skills that will 
enable them to contribute to board decision-making and oversight.  
 
The board welcomes women, visible minorities, Indigenous Peoples, persons with disabilities, 
persons of diverse sexual orientation, gender identity or expression (2SLGBTQIA+), and others 
who may contribute to diversity to seek nomination. 
 

Fiduciary Role and Responsibility of Board Members  

The board oversees the organization’s mandate from the Ministry of Post Secondary Education 
and Future Skills, strategy and plans, financial and control systems, the President, and monitor’s 
the College’s performance against the mandate, legislation, strategic directions, and financial 
obligations. 
 
Board members must act and make decisions in the best interests of the College and the board. 
While members are elected to provide a voice to their constituents, members do not represent 
any specific community of interest. As board decisions are made, members are expected to carry 
those decisions into the community with one voice.
