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1. Purpose 

The purpose of the Flag Procedure is to provide guidance on the display and half-masting of flags 

at each campus.   

2. Scope and Application 

This Procedure applies to the use of flag poles and the display of flags at the Salmon Arm, Vernon, 

Kelowna and Penticton campuses.    

3. Procedures 

3.1 The Director, Campus Planning and Facilities Management is responsible for the 

maintenance of flag poles and of the flags displayed on the flag poles.

3.3 Flags will fly in the following order from left to right when being faced from the entrance: 

 The National Flag of Canada. 

 The Provincial Flag of British Columbia.
